Such terms may be included or re
ferenced in or with such third-party software, data or other materials (e.g.,
in the “About box”) or a web page specified by Autodesk (the URL for which ma
y be obtained on Autodesk’s website or on request to Autodesk). Licensee agr
ees to comply with such terms. In addition, Licensee will take sole responsi
bility for obtaining and complying with any licenses that may be necessary to
use third-party software, data or other materials that Licensee uses or obtai
ns for use in conjunction with the Licensed Materials. Licensee acknowledges
and agrees that Autodesk has no responsibility for, and makes no representati
ons or warranties regarding, such third-party software, data or other materia
1ls or Licensee’s use of such third-party software, data or other materials.
1.7 Relationship Programs. Autodesk may offer to Licensee, and (if so) Licen
see may participate in one (1) or more Relationship Programs applicable to th
e Licensed Materials licensed to Licensee under this Agreement (and such Rela
tionship Programs may include rights in addition to or different from those s
et forth in this Agreement). Any Relationship Programs are subject to Autode
sk’s terms therefor, which terms are set forth in the applicable Relationship
Program Terms. Licensee agrees that if it requests, accepts, or makes use of
any Relationship Program, Licensee will be bound by such terms, as they may b
e modified from time to time in accordance with the applicable Relationship P
rogram Terms (and such terms, as so modified from time to time, are a part of
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and incorporated by reference into this Agreement), and Licensee agrees to co
mply with such terms. Licensee acknowledges that Autodesk may require a furt
her acceptance of such terms as a condition to participation in a Relationshi
p Program.

1.8 Services. Autodesk may provide, and Licensee may elect to receive or ben
efit from, certain Services from time to time. Any Services are subject to A
utodesk’s terms therefor, which terms are set forth in the applicable Service
s Terms. Licensee agrees that if it requests, accepts, or makes use of any S
ervices, Licensee will be bound by such terms, as they may be modified from t
ime to time in accordance with the applicable Services Terms (and such terms,
as so modified from time to time, are a part of and incorporated by reference
into this Agreement), and Licensee agrees to comply with such terms. License
e acknowledges that Autodesk may require a further acceptance of such terms a
s a condition to providing Services.

1.9 Archival Copy. Licensee’s license under Section 1.1 (License Grant) incl
udes the right to make a single archival copy of the Licensed Materials in th
e Territory, provided that (a) the single-copy limitation will not apply to ¢
opies made as an incidental part of a routine backup of Licensee’s entire com
puter system on which the Licensed Materials are Installed in accordance with
this Agreement, where such backup includes the making of copies of substantia
1lly all other software on such computer system and (b) any archival copy may

be Accessed or Installed (other than on a backup storage medium from which th
e Licensed Materials cannot be Accessed) only when and for so long as the pri
mary copy of the Licensed Materials is inaccessible and inoperable. Copies o
f the Licensed Materials that are Installed and are in excess of the Permitte
d Number at any time while the primary copy of the Licensed Materials is also
Accessible are not "archival copies" as permitted under this Section 1.9 (Arc
hival Copy).

1.10 Nature of Licenses. Licensee acknowledges and agrees that when Licen
see acquires a license of Licensed Materials, (including through a Relationsh
ip Program or Services), Licensee’s acquisition is neither contingent on the

delivery of any future features or functionality nor subject to any public or
other comments (oral, written or otherwise) made by Autodesk regarding future
features or functionality.

1.11 Feedback.

Licensee hereby grants Autodesk, under all of Licensee’s intellectual propert
y and proprietary rights, the following worldwide, exclusive, transferable, p
erpetual, irrevocable, royalty-free, fully paid-up rights: (1) to make, have

made, use, copy, modify, and create derivative works of the Feedback as part

of or in connection with any Autodesk product, technology, service, content,

material, specification or documentation (including without limitation in con
nection with the marketing or sale thereof); (2) to publicly perform or displ
ay, import, broadcast, transmit, distribute, license, offer to sell and sell,
rent, lease or lend copies of the Feedback (and derivative works thereof and

improvements thereon); and (3) to sublicense to third parties the foregoing r
ights, including the right to sublicense to further third parties. “Feedback
»” shall mean all suggestions, comments, input, ideas, reports, information or
know-how (whether in oral or written form) provided by Licensee to Autodesk o
r an Autodesk affiliate in connection with Licensee’s evaluation of or use of
the Licensed Materials. Feedback does not include any artwork or sample cont
ent created by Licensee using the Licensed Materials.

2. License Limitations; Prohibitions

2.1 Limitations and Exclusions.

2.1.1 No License Granted; Unauthorized Activities. The parties acknowledge
and agree that, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, n
o license is granted (whether expressly, by implication or otherwise) under t
his Agreement (and this Agreement expressly excludes any right) (a) to Exclud
ed Materials, (b) to any Autodesk Materials that Licensee did not acquire law
fully or that Licensee acquired in violation of or in a manner inconsistent w
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ith this Agreement, (c) for Installation of or Access to the Licensed Materia
1s beyond the applicable license term (whether a fixed term or Relationship P
rogram period or term) or outside the scope of the applicable License Type or
Permitted Number, (d) for Installation of the Licensed Materials on any Compu
ter other than a Computer owned or leased, and controlled, by Licensee, unles
s otherwise authorized in writing by Autodesk, (e) to distribute, rent, loan,
lease, sell, sublicense, transfer or otherwise provide all or any portion of
the Autodesk Materials to any person or entity except as expressly set forth
in this Agreement or as expressly authorized in writing by Autodesk, (f) to p
rovide or make available any features or functionality of the Autodesk Materi
als to any person or entity (other than to and for Licensee itself for the pu
rpose specified in the applicable License Type), whether or not over a networ
k and whether or not on a hosted basis, (g) except as otherwise expressly pro
vided with respect to a specific License Type, to Install or Access or allow
the Installation of or Access to the Autodesk Materials over the Internet or
other non-local network, including, without limitation, use in connection wit
h a wide area network (WAN), virtual private network (VPN), virtualization, W
eb hosting, time-sharing, service bureau, software as a service, cloud or oth
er service or technology, (h) to remove, alter or obscure any proprietary not
ices, labels or marks in the Autodesk Materials, (i) to decompile, disassembl
e or otherwise reverse engineer the Autodesk Materials, or (j) to translate,
adapt, arrange, or create derivative works based on, or otherwise modify the
Autodesk Materials for any purpose.

2.1.2 Licensed Materials as a Single Product. The Licensed Materials are 1
icensed to Licensee as a single product and the applicable components may not
be separated for Installation or Access (and all such components must be Inst
alled and Accessed on the same Computer except as authorized in writing by Au
todesk).

2.1.3 Territory. Except as otherwise authorized in writing by Autodesk, th
e licenses granted in this Agreement are granted only for the Territory. Not
hing in this Agreement permits Licensee (including, without limitation, Licen
see’s Personnel, if any) to Install or Access the Licensed Materials outside
of the Territory.

2.1.4 Effect of Unauthorized Use. Licensee will not engage in, and will no
t permit or assist any third party to engage in any of the uses or activities
prohibited (or any uses or activities inconsistent with the limitations descr
ibed) in this Section 2.1 (Limitations and Exclusions) (collectively, “Unauth
orized Uses”). Any such Unauthorized Use, and any Installation of or Access
to the Licensed Materials provided under this Agreement, outside of the scope
of the applicable license grants (including, without limitation, outside the
applicable License Type and/or Permitted Number) or otherwise not in accordan
ce with this Agreement, constitute or result in infringement of Autodesk’s in
tellectual property rights as well as a breach of this Agreement. Licensee w
ill notify Autodesk promptly of any such Unauthorized Uses or other unauthori
zed Installation or Access.

2.1.5 Use of Open Source Software by Licensee. If Licensee uses any third
party software (including free or Open Source Software), whether or not in co
njunction with the Software, Licensee shall ensure that its use does not: (i)
create, or purport to create, obligations of Autodesk or any of its affiliate
s with respect to the Software; (ii) grant, or purport to grant, to any third
party any rights to or immunities under Autodesk’s or any of its affiliates i
ntellectual property rights; or (iii) cause the Software to be subject to any
licensing terms other than those set forth in this Agreement.

2.2 Circumvention.

2.2.1 Licensee may not (i) utilize any equipment, device, software, or othe
r means to (or designed to) circumvent or remove any form of technical protec
tion used by Autodesk in connection with the Autodesk Materials, or (ii) Inst
all or Access the Autodesk Materials with any product code, authorization cod
e, serial number, or other copy-protection device not supplied by Autodesk di
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rectly or through a Reseller. Without limitation of the generality of the fo
regoing, Licensee may not utilize any equipment, device, software, or other m
eans to (or designed to) circumvent or remove the Autodesk License Manager or
any tool or technical protection measure provided or made available by Autode
sk for managing, monitoring or controlling Installation of or Access to Autod
esk Materials.

2.2.2 Licensee may not utilize any equipment, device, software, or other me
ans to (or designed to) circumvent or remove any usage restrictions, or to en
able functionality disabled by Autodesk, in connection with the Excluded Mate
rials.

Autodesk and its licensors retain title to and ownership of, and all other ri
ghts with respect to, the Autodesk Materials and all copies thereof, includin
g, without limitation, any related copyrights, trademarks, trade secrets, pat
ents, and other intellectual property rights. Licensee has only the limited
licenses granted with respect to the Licensed Materials expressly set forth i
n this Agreement, and Licensee has no other rights, implied or otherwise. Li
censee acknowledges and agrees that the Autodesk Materials are licensed, not
sold, and that rights to Install and Access the Licensed Materials are acquir
ed only under the license from Autodesk. The structure and organization of S
oftware included in the Autodesk Materials, any source code or similar materi
als relating to such Software, any API Information and Development Materials
(both as described in Section 1.11 (APIs)), and any other Licensed Materials
identified as confidential or proprietary are valuable trade secrets of, and
confidential and proprietary information of, Autodesk and its suppliers, and
(a) may not be distributed, disclosed or otherwise provided to third parties,
and (b) may be used only internally and only in conjunction with and for Lice
nsee’s own authorized internal use of the Licensed Materials.

4. Privacy; Use of Information; Connectivity

4.1 Privacy and Use of Information. Licensee acknowledges and agrees that Li
censee (and third parties acting on Licensee’s behalf) may provide, and Autod
esk and its Resellers (and third parties acting on behalf of Autodesk and its
Resellers) may obtain, certain information and data with respect to Licensee
(including, without limitation, personal information) and Licensee’s business
in connection with this Agreement, including, without limitation, information
and data provided to or obtained by Autodesk and its Resellers (or third part
ies acting on behalf of Autodesk and its Resellers) through the Customer Info
rmation Form and otherwise, in connection with ordering, registration, activa
tion, updating, validating entitlement to, auditing, monitoring Installation
of and Access to Autodesk Materials, Relationship Programs and Services and m
anaging the relationship with Licensee. Licensee hereby consents to Autodesk
maintaining, using, storing and disclosing such information and data (includi
ng, without limitation, personal information, if any) in conformity with Auto
desk’s policies on privacy and data protection, as such policies may be updat
ed from time to time, including without limitation Autodesk’s Privacy Stateme
nt, as currently located at http://usa.autodesk.com/privacy/. Without limita
tion of the generality of the foregoing, Licensee acknowledges and agrees tha
t: (a) Autodesk may from time to time prompt Licensee (and third parties acti
ng on Licensee’s behalf) to provide express agreement to the terms of Autodes
k’s Privacy Statement and/or express agreement to specific uses of informatio
n and data (including, without limitation, personal information); (b) Autodes
k may provide information and data, including, without limitation, informatio
n and data about Licensee’s use of Autodesk Materials, Relationship Programs,
and Licensee’s support requests, to Autodesk subsidiaries and affiliates, Res
ellers and other third parties in connection with the provision, maintenance,
administration or usage of Licensed Materials, Relationship Programs or Servi
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ces or in connection with enforcement of any agreements relating to Licensed

Materials, Relationship Programs or Services; and (c) Autodesk may make cross
-border transfers of such information and data, including to jurisdictions wi
th privacy or data protection laws that are less protective of Licensee than

the jurisdiction in which Licensee is domiciled. Licensee acknowledges and a
grees that such policies may be changed from time to time by Autodesk and tha
t, effective upon posting on Autodesk’s website or other written notice from

Autodesk, Licensee will be subject to such changes.

Such refund is subject to the ret
urn, during the Warranty Period, of the Autodesk Materials, with a copy of Li
censee’s License Identification, to Licensee’s local Autodesk office or the R
eseller from which Licensee acquired the Autodesk Materials.

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ULAR PURPOSE, OR NONINFRINGEMENT, OR WARRANTIES OTHERWISE IMPLIED BY STATUTE
OR FROM A COURSE OF DEALING OR USAGE OF TRADE) WITH RESPECT TO ANY AUTODESK M
ATERIALS, RELATIONSHIP PROGRAMS, OR SERVICES (PURSUANT TO A RELATIONSHIP PROG
RAM OR OTHERWISE). ANY STATEMENTS OR REPRESENTATIONS ABOUT THE AUTODESK MATE
RIALS, RELATIONSHIP PROGRAMS OR SERVICES AND THEIR FEATURES OR FUNCTIONALITY
IN THE LICENSED MATERIALS OR ANY COMMUNICATION WITH LICENSEE ARE FOR INFORMAT

6.3 Affected Data. Work product and other data created with Licensed Materia
1s made available under certain License Types, including licenses that limit
the permitted purpose to educational purposes or personal learning purposes,
may contain certain notices and limitations that make the work product and ot
her data usable only in certain circumstances (e.g., only in the education fi
eld). 1In addition, if Licensee combines or links work product or other data
created with such Licensed Materials with work product or other data otherwis
e created, then such other work product or data may also be affected by these
notices and limitations. Autodesk will have no responsibility or liability w
hatsoever if Licensee combines or links work product or other data created wi
th such Licensed Materials with work product or other data otherwise created.
In addition, Licensee will not remove, alter or obscure any such notices or 1
imitations.

EORY FOR SEEKING SUCH DAMAGES OR OTHER LIABILITY). IN ADDITION, THE LIABILIT
Y OF AUTODESK AND ITS SUPPLIERS ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO ANY AUTODESK MA
TERIALS, RELATIONSHIP PROGRAMS OR SERVICES WILL NOT EXCEED THE AMOUNT PAID OR
PAYABLE BY LICENSEE FOR SUCH AUTODESK MATERIALS, RELATIONSHIP PROGRAMS, OR SE
RVICES, RESPECTIVELY.

7.2 Application of and Basis for Limitations. THE LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY I
N THIS SECTION 7 (LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY) WILL APPLY TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT
PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW TO ANY DAMAGES OR OTHER LIABILITY, HOWEVER CAUSED
AND REGARDLESS OF THE THEORY OF LIABILITY, WHETHER DERIVED FROM CONTRACT, TOR
T (INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, NEGLIGENCE) OR OTHERWISE, EVEN IF AUTODESK
HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH LIABILITY AND REGARDLESS OF WHETH
ER THE LIMITED REMEDIES AVAILABLE HEREUNDER FAIL OF THEIR ESSENTIAL PURPOSE.
ALSO, LICENSEE AGREES THAT THE LICENSE, RELATIONSHIP PROGRAMS AND SERVICES FE
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ES AND OTHER FEES CHARGED BY AUTODESK AND PAID BY LICENSEE ARE BASED ON AND R
EFLECTIVE OF THE ALLOCATION OF RISK CONTEMPLATED BY THIS SECTION 7 (LIMITATIO
NS OF LIABILITY) AND THAT THE LIABILITY LIMITATIONS IN THIS SECTION 7 (LIMITA
TIONS OF LIABILITY) ARE AN ESSENTIAL ELEMENT OF THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE PAR
TIES.

8. Term and Termination

8.1 Term; Termination or Suspension. Each license under this Agreement, with
respect to each specific set of Licensed Materials covered by this Agreement,
will become effective as of the latest to occur of: (a) this Agreement becomi
ng effective, (b) payment by Licensee of the applicable fees, excluding licen
ses (such as evaluation licenses) where no fees are required, (c) delivery of
the specific Licensed Materials, and (d) in the case of Autodesk Materials pr
ovided in connection with a Relationship Program, upon commencement of the ap
plicable Relationship Program period or fixed term. Each of Autodesk or Licen
see may terminate this Agreement, Licensee’s license as to Licensed Materials
, Licensee’s Relationship Program, and/or the provision of Services relating

to the Licensed Materials if the other party is in breach of this Agreement a
nd fails to cure such breach within ten (10) days after written notice of the
breach; however, if Licensee is in breach of Section 1 (License) or Section 2
(License Limitations; Prohibitions), Autodesk may terminate this Agreement, L
icensee’s license as to Licensed Materials, Licensee’s Relationship Program,

and/or the provision of Services relating to the Licensed Materials immediate
ly upon written notice of the breach. 1In addition, Autodesk may, as an alter
native to termination, suspend Licensee’s license as to the Licensed Material
s, Licensee’s Relationship Program, the provision of Services relating to the
Licensed Materials, and/or other Autodesk obligations or Licensee rights unde
r this Agreement (or under other terms, if any, relating to materials associa
ted with the Licensed Materials), if Licensee fails to make a payment to Auto
desk or a Reseller or otherwise fails to comply with the provisions of this A
greement or other terms relating to any such license, Relationship Program, S
ervices, or other associated materials. Autodesk may also terminate this Agr
eement if Licensee becomes subject to bankruptcy proceedings, becomes insolve
nt, or makes an arrangement with Licensee’s creditors. This Agreement will t
erminate automatically without further notice or action by Autodesk if Licens
ee goes into liquidation.

Licensee acknowledges and agrees that Autodesk may assign or sub-contract any
of its rights or obligations under this Agreement.

8.2 Effect of Termination of Agreement or License. Upon termination or expir
ation of this Agreement, the licenses granted hereunder will terminate. Upon
termination or expiration of any license granted to Licensee, Licensee must c
ease all use of Autodesk Materials to which such license applies, any Relatio
nship Program (including, without limitation, associated services), and any S
ervices and Uninstall all copies of the Autodesk Materials. At Autodesk’s re
quest, Licensee agrees to destroy or return to Autodesk or the Reseller from

which they were acquired all Autodesk Materials. Autodesk reserves the right
to require Licensee to show satisfactory proof that all copies of the Autodes
k Materials have been Uninstalled and, if so requested by Autodesk, destroyed
or returned to Autodesk or the Reseller from which they were acquired. If Li
censee’s Relationship Program is terminated or expires, but this Agreement an
d Licensee’s license to the Licensed Materials remains in effect, any rights

of Licensee based on the Relationship Program (including, without limitation,
rights with respect to Previous Versions) will terminate, and (unless otherwi
se authorized by the Relationship Program Terms) Licensee must comply with th
e obligations of Section 1.2.1 (Effect of Upgrades) with respect to (includin
g the obligations to cease use of, Uninstall and destroy or return) all copie
s of such Previous Versions.

8.3 Survival. Sections 1.3 (Additional Terms), 1.4 (Other Materials), 1.5 (A
uthorized Users), 1.6 (Third-Party Licensed Materials), 1.11 (APIs), 2.1.1 (N
o License Granted;Unauthorized Activities), 2.1.4 (Effect of Unauthorized Use
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), 2.2 (Circumvention), 3 (All Rights Reserved), 4 (Privacy; Use of Informati
on; Connectivity), 5.2 (Disclaimer), 6 (Warnings), 7 (Limitations of Liabilit
y), 8 (Term and Termination), and 9 (General Provisions) and Exhibit A will s
urvive any termination or expiration of this Agreement.

9. General Provisions

9.1 Notices. Notices in connection with this Agreement by either party will

be in writing and will be sent by electronic mail, postal service, or a deliv
ery service (such as UPS, FedEx or DHL), except that Licensee may not provide
notice to Autodesk of an Autodesk breach or provide notice of termination of

this Agreement by electronic mail. Notices from Autodesk to Licensee will be
effective (a) in the case of notices by email, one (1) day after sending to t
he email address provided to Autodesk, or (b) in the case of notices by mail

or delivery service, five (5) days after sending by regular post or delivery

service to the address provided to Autodesk. Licensee hereby consents to ser
vice of process being effected on Licensee by registered mail sent to the add
ress set forth on Licensee’s Customer Information Form (or, if no Customer In
formation Form has been provided, Licensee’s last address known by Autodesk)

if so permitted by applicable law. Notices from Licensee to Autodesk will be
effective (a) in the case of notices by email, one (1) day after sending to (
and receipt by Autodesk at) CopyrightAgent@autodesk.com, or (b) in the case o
f notices by mail or delivery service, when received by Autodesk at Autodesk,
Inc., 111 McInnis Parkway, San Rafael, California 94903, USA, Attention: Copy
right Agent. If Licensee participates in a Relationship Program, either part
y may also provide notice as set forth in the Relationship Program Terms.

9.2 Governing Law and Jurisdiction. This Agreement will be governed by and c
onstrued in accordance with the laws of (a) Switzerland if Licensee acquired

the Autodesk Materials in a country in Europe, Africa or the Middle East, (b)
Singapore if Licensee acquired the Autodesk Materials in a country in Asia, O
ceania or the Asia-Pacific region, or (c) the State of California (and, to th
e extent controlling, the federal laws of the United States) if Licensee acqu
ired the Autodesk Materials in a country in the Americas (including the Carib
bean) or any other country not specified in this Section 9.2 (Governing Law a
nd Jurisdiction). The laws of such jurisdictions shall govern without refere
nce to the conflicts-of-laws rules thereof. The UN Convention on Contracts f
or the International Sale of Goods and the Uniform Computer Information Trans
action Act shall not apply to (and are excluded from the laws governing) this
Agreement. In addition, each party agrees that any claim, action or dispute

arising under or relating to this Agreement will be brought exclusively in (a
nd the parties will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of) the Superior
Court of the State of California, County of Marin, or the United States Distr
ict Court for the Northern District of California in San Francisco, except th
at if Licensee has acquired the Autodesk Materials in (a) a country in Europe
, Africa or the Middle East, any such claim or dispute will be brought exclus
ively in (and the parties will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of) t
he courts of Switzerland, or (b) a country in Asia, Oceania or the Asia-Pacif
ic region, any such claim or dispute will be brought exclusively in (and the

parties will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of) the courts of Singa
pore. Nothing in the foregoing will prevent Autodesk from bringing an action
for infringement of intellectual property rights in any country where such in
fringement is alleged to occur.

9.3 No Assignment; Insolvency. Licensee may not assign this Agreement or any
rights hereunder (whether by purchase of stock or assets, merger, change of c
ontrol, operation of law, or otherwise) without Autodesk's prior written cons
ent, which may be withheld in Autodesk's sole and absolute discretion, and an
y unauthorized purported assignment by Licensee will be void. In the context
of any bankruptcy or similar proceeding, Licensee acknowledges and agrees thi
s Agreement is and shall be treated as an executory contract that may not be

assumed and/or assigned without Autodesk's prior written consent, which conse
nt may be withheld in Autodesk's sole and absolute discretion whether pursuan
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t to Section 365(c)(1) of Title 11 of the United States Code or any other app
licable law respecting the treatment of executory contracts within bankruptcy
. Any assignment (regardless of how or on what basis the assignment may occur
) will be conditioned on compliance with the following: at least thirty (30)
days before assigning or agreeing to any assignment of rights under this Agre
ement (including transferring any copies of or right to use the Software), (a
) Licensee must provide written notice to Autodesk, Uninstall all copies of t
he Software, and (without limitation of the generality of Section 9.7 (Audits
)) allow Autodesk or its designee to inspect the records, systems and facilit
ies of (or operated for) Licensee and its subsidiaries and affiliates to veri
fy (by any means available to Autodesk, whether remotely or on premises) that
all copies of the Software have been Uninstalled, (b) the proposed assignee m
ust agree to comply (and Licensee must ensure that the assignee will comply)
with all of the obligations of this Agreement with respect to such Software,
which agreement must provide that Autodesk is a third-party beneficiary of th
e assignee’s agreement, and the assignee must provide a copy of the agreement
to Autodesk, and (c) Licensee and proposed assignee must comply with all othe
r transfer procedures identified by Autodesk.

9.4 Autodesk Subsidiaries and Affiliates. Licensee acknowledges and agrees t
hat Autodesk may arrange to have its subsidiaries and affiliates engage in ac
tivities in connection with this Agreement, including, without limitation, de
livering Autodesk Materials and providing Relationship Programs and Services,
provided that Autodesk (and not such subsidiaries and affiliates) will remain
subject to the obligations of Autodesk under this Agreement. Licensee also a
grees that Autodesk’s subsidiaries and affiliates may enforce (including taki
ng actions for breach of) this Agreement.

9.5 Exceptions to Prohibitions; Severability.

9.5.1 Exceptions to Prohibitions. The prohibitions contained in this Agreem
ent will not apply where and to the extent applicable law does not allow such
prohibitions to be enforced. Licensee may have other rights under the laws o
f the state or country within the Territory where the Licensed Materials are
acquired, and this Agreement does not change Licensee’s rights under the laws
of such state or country if and to the extent the laws of such state or count
ry do not permit this Agreement to do so. Licensee will bear the burden of p
roof to demonstrate that applicable law does not allow (i) the enforcement of
such prohibitions; or (ii) this Agreement to change particular rights in a st
ate or country (and that Licensee has not exceeded the bounds of the unenforc
eable prohibitions and unchangeable rights).

9.5.2 Severability. If and to the extent any provision of this Agreement is
held illegal, invalid, or unenforceable in whole or in part under applicable
law, such provision or such portion thereof will be ineffective as to the jur
isdiction in which it is illegal, invalid, or unenforceable to the extent of
its illegality, invalidity, or unenforceability and will be deemed modified t
o the extent necessary to conform to applicable law so as to give the maximum
effect to the intent of the parties. The illegality, invalidity, or unenforc
eability of such provision in that jurisdiction will not in any way affect th
e legality, validity, or enforceability of such provision or any other provis
ion of this Agreement in any other jurisdiction.

9.6 No Waiver. No term or provision of this Agreement will be considered wai
ved, and no breach excused, unless such waiver is in writing signed on behalf
of the party against which the waiver is asserted. No waiver (whether expres
s or implied) will constitute consent to, waiver of, or excuse of any other,
different, or subsequent breach.

9.7 Audits. Licensee agrees that Autodesk has the right to require an audit
(electronic or otherwise) of the Autodesk Materials and the Installation ther
eof and Access thereto. As part of any such audit, Autodesk or its authorize
d representative will have the right, on fifteen (15) days’ prior notice to L
icensee, to inspect Licensee’s records, systems and facilities, including mac
hine IDs, serial numbers and related information, to verify that the use of a
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ny and all Autodesk Materials is in conformance with this Agreement. License
e will provide full cooperation to enable any such audit. If Autodesk determ
ines that Licensee’s use is not in conformity with the Agreement, Licensee wi
11 obtain immediately and pay for valid license(s) to bring Licensee’s use in
to compliance with this Agreement and other applicable terms and pay the reas
onable costs of the audit. In addition to such payment rights, Autodesk rese
rves the right to seek any other remedies available at law or in equity, whet
her under this Agreement or otherwise.

9.8 Language. The English language version of this Agreement is legally bind
ing in case of any inconsistencies between the English version and any transl
ations. If Licensee purchased the license for the Licensed Materials in Cana
da, Licensee agrees to the following: The parties hereto confirm that it is t
heir wish that this Agreement, as well as other documents relating hereto, in
cluding notices, have been and shall be written in the English language only.
Les parties ci-dessus confirment leur désir que cet accord ainsi que tous les
documents, y compris tous avis qui s'y rattachent, soient rédigés en langue a
nglaise.

9.9 Construction. Ambiguities in this Agreement will not be construed agains
t the drafter.

9.10 Force Majeure. Autodesk will not be liable for any loss, damage or p
enalty resulting from delays or failures in performance resulting from acts o
f God, supplier delay or other causes beyond Autodesk's reasonable control.
9.11 U.S. Government Rights. For U.S. Government procurements, all Autode
sk Materials are deemed to be commercial computer software as defined in FAR
12.212 and subject to restricted rights as defined in FAR Section 52.227-19 "
Commercial Computer Software - Restricted Rights" and DFARS 227.7202, “Rights
in Commercial Computer Software or Commercial Computer Software Documentation
»”, as applicable, and any successor regulations. Any use, modification, repro
duction release, performance, display or disclosure of the Autodesk Materials
by the U.S. Government shall be solely in accordance with license rights and
restrictions described herein.

9.12 Export Control. Licensee acknowledges and agrees that the Autodesk M
aterials and Services (including any data submitted by Licensee in connection
with a Service and any Licensee-specific output generated by a Service) are s
ubject to compliance with United States and other applicable country export c
ontrol and trade sanctions laws, rules and regulations, including, without 1li
mitation the regulations promulgated by the U.S. Department of Commerce and t
he U.S. Department of the Treasury (collectively, "Export Control Laws"). Li
censee represents, warrants and covenants that neither Licensee nor Licensee’
s Personnel (i) are a citizen or resident of, or located within, a nation tha
t is subject to U.S. trade sanctions or other significant trade restrictions
(including, without limitation, Cuba, Iran, Sudan, Syria and North Korea), (i
i) are identified on any of the U.S. government restricted party lists (inclu
ding, without limitation, the U.S. Treasury Department's List of Specially De
signated Nationals and Blocked Persons, the U.S. Department of Commerce’s Den
ied Party List, Entity List and Unverified List and the U.S. Department of St
ate’s proliferation-related lists), (iii) will, unless otherwise authorized u
nder the Export Control Laws, use Autodesk Materials or Services in any restr
icted end use, including, without limitation, design, analysis, simulation, e
stimation, testing, or other activities related to nuclear, chemical/biologic
al weapons, rocket systems or unmanned air vehicles applications, or (iv) wil
1 use the Autodesk Materials or Services to disclose, transfer, download, exp
ort, or re-export, directly or indirectly, any Licensee-specific output gener
ated by the Autodesk Materials or Services, Licensee content, third party con
tent, or any other content or material to any country, entity, or party that
is ineligible to receive such items under the Export Control Laws or other la
ws or regulations to which Licensee may be subject. Licensee understands tha
t the requirements and restrictions of the Export Control Laws as applicable
to Licensee may vary depending on the Autodesk Materials or Services provided
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under this Agreement and may change over time. Licensee shall be solely resp
onsible for (i) determining the precise controls applicable to the Autodesk M
aterials or Services, and (ii) complying with the Export Control Laws and mon
itoring any modifications to them.

9.13 Entire Agreement. This Agreement and any other terms referenced in t
his Agreement (such as the Relationship Program Terms and the Services Terms)
constitute the entire agreement between the parties (and merge and supersede
any prior or contemporaneous agreements, discussions, communications, agreeme
nts, representations, warranties, advertising or understandings) with respect
to the subject matter hereof, except that particular Autodesk Materials may b
e subject to additional or different terms associated with such Autodesk Mate
rials. The parties acknowledge that, in entering into this Agreement, they a
re not relying on any agreements, discussions, communications, agreements, re
presentations, warranties, advertising or understandings other than as expres
sly set forth in this Agreement. Licensee acknowledges and agrees that Autod
esk may add to or change the Relationship Program Terms and the Services Term
s from time to time, provided that Autodesk will provide written notice of th
e additions or changes (and may allow Licensee not to renew, may permit Licen
see to terminate, and may offer other options with respect to Relationship Pr
ograms or Services) before the additions or changes are effective as to Licen
see. In the event of a conflict between this Agreement and any other terms o
f Autodesk (including, without limitation, the Relationship Program Terms, th
e Services Terms, or such additional or different terms), the other terms wil
1 apply. Terms stipulated by Licensee in any communication by Licensee which
purport to vary this Agreement or such other terms will be void and of no eff
ect unless agreed in a writing signed by an authorized representative of Auto
desk. Any other modifications to this Agreement will also be invalid unless
agreed to in a writing signed by an authorized representative of Autodesk.
10. Additional Terms.

This Section 10 (Additional Terms) applies to the following Software that may
be included within the Licensed Materials: (i) Autodesk Maya; (ii) Autodesk S
oftimage; (iii) Autodesk 3ds Max; and (iv) Autodesk 3ds Max Design.

10.1 Rendering.

10.1.1 With regard to the Rendering Software (defined below), in addition to
any other license granted in this Agreement, Licensee may allow the Rendering
Software to be Installed or Accessed on a Networked Basis, solely for License
e’s Internal Business Needs, specifically to render files created with the So
ftware. However, if the Rendering Software is mental ray, and the Software i
s provided with a finite number of mental ray rendering nodes, then with rega
rd to mental ray the foregoing is restricted to that number of mental ray ren
dering nodes.

10.1.2 With regard to the mental ray Batch Software (defined below), in addi
tion to any other license granted in this Agreement, Licensee may allow the m
ental ray Batch Software to be Installed or Accessed on a Networked Basis, so
lely for Licensee’s Internal Business Needs, and used (i) specifically to ren
der files created with the Software; or (ii) by the Rendering Software specif
ically to render files created with the Software. The total number of CPUs us
ed by the mental ray Batch Software cannot exceed the number specified in the
License Identification.

10.1.3 With regard to the mental ray Standalone (defined below), Licensee ma
y allow the mental ray Standalone to be Installed or Accessed, on a Networked
Basis, solely on Computing Device(s) (defined below) solely for Licensee’s In
ternal Business Needs specifically to render files created with the Software.
With regard to mental ray Standalone, any reference in the Agreement to Compu
ter is hereby deleted and “Computing Device(s)” substituted therefor.

10.1.4 With regard to the mental ray Satellite (defined below) for each of A
utodesk 3ds Max, Autodesk Maya and Autodesk Softimage Software each mental ra
y Satellite executable(s) may run on one (1) or more host no more than four (
4) client Computing Devices. With regard to mental ray Satellite, any referen
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ce in the Agreement to Computer is hereby deleted and “Computing Device(s)” s
ubstituted therefor.
10.1.5 Definitions.
(1) “mental ray Standalone” means the mental ray Standalone client/server exe
cutable, including the mental ray standard shader libraries and utility progr
ams, used specifically for rendering files created with the Software.
(2) “Rendering Software” means a subset of the Software used specifically for
rendering files created with the Software.
(3) “mental ray Batch Software” means a subset of the Software used: (i) spec
ifically for rendering files created with the Software or (ii) by the Renderi
ng Software specifically for rendering files created with the Software.
(4) “mental ray Satellite” means the mental ray Satellite server executable,
including the mental ray standard shader libraries. mental ray Satellite is
functionally equivalent to the mental ray Standalone server executable, used
specifically for rendering files created with the Software except it is not a
ble to read and write files in the complete mi2 format.
(5) “Computing Device” means (i) a single electronic assembly with a maximum
of: (a) four (4) CPUs (regardless of the number of cores in each CPU) each CP
U having one or more microprocessors, (b) four (4) discrete GPU-based computi
ng boards; or (ii) a software implementation of the single electronic assembl
y, (a so-called 'virtual machine') described in (i) above, which single elect
ronic assembly accepts information in digital or similar form and manipulate
s the information for a specific result based on a sequence of instructions.
10.2 Exceptions.
10.2.1 This Section 10.2 (Exceptions) applies to the Autodesk Media & Entert
ainment 3D entertainment Software that may be included within the Licensed Ma
terials. Notwithstanding the provisions set forth in Section 2.1.1 (No Licens
e Granted; Unauthorized Activities) if: (i) the Redistributable Component (de
fined below) operates with the Software and with Licensee Application; and (i
i) the Redistributable Component is linked to Licensee Application; then Lice
nsee may reproduce and distribute the Redistributable Component and Licensee
Application together, subject to Licensee’s strict adherence to all of the fo
llowing terms and conditions:
(a) the class identifications for any classes of objects Licensee created sha
11 be different from and clearly distinguishable from the class identificatio
ns used by Autodesk;
(b) modified Sample (defined below) code and any resulting binary files in Li
censee Application are identified as developed by Licensee, and not by Autode
sk;
(c) Licensee Application has Licensee’s copyright notice;
(d) any Modification (defined below), and resulting binary files, shall inclu
de the copyright notices of Autodesk, Inc. as well as the following statement
"This software contains copyrighted code owned by Autodesk, Inc. but has be
en modified and is not endorsed by Autodesk, Inc."™ The language of the copyr
ight notice and the statement shall be in the same language as the Software 1
anguage;
(e) distribution is strictly for not-for-profit purposes;
(f) distribution is either in binary form or text form;
(g) distribution is subject to a standard form of click-through end-user lice
nse agreement which license agreement, among other things: (1) protects Auto
desk's interests consistent with the terms of this Agreement; and (2) prohibi
ts the redistribution of the Redistributable Component;
(h) if the Redistributable Component operates with the Autodesk 3ds Max Softw
are and/or Autodesk 3ds Max Design Software and with Licensee Application the
n prior to reproduction and distribution of the Redistributable Component and
Licensee Application all MIDI files have been excluded from the Redistributab
le Component and Licensee Application; and
(i) Licensee agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless Autodesk and its s
ubsidiaries and affiliates from and against any and all damages, costs, losse
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s, liabilities, expenses and settlement amounts incurred in connection with a
ny suit, claim or action by any third party alleging that the Redistributable
Component and/or Licensee Application infringes or misappropriates any patent
, copyrights, moral rights, trademark, trade secret and design rights, whethe
r registered or unregistered, and including any application for registration
of any of the foregoing and all rights or forms of protections of a similar n
ature having equivalent or similar effect to any of these, which may subsist
anywhere in the world, of such third party.

10.2.2 Definitions.

(1) "Licensee Application" means, with regard to the Software, a Modification
made by Licensee for designing, developing, and testing an application progra
m made by Licensee.

(2) "Modification" means any: (i) addition to the substance of a Sample or an
y addition to the substance of the contents of a file containing a Sample; (i
i) any deletion from the structure of a Sample, or any deletion from the stru
cture of the contents of a file containing a Sample; and/or (iii) any new fil
e that contains any part of a Sample; all of which, in Autodesk’s sole discre
tion, ensures that the Sample is not the primary source of value.

(3) "Redistributable Component" means the Sample(s) and/or a Modification.
(4) "Sample(s)" means sample source code, or individual animations, still ima
ges, and/or audio files contained in the Software, and located in the samples
directory, the examples subdirectory, samples files or any similar type direc
tory or file.

10.3 Additional Terms; Certain Softimage Materials. This Section 10.3 (Ad
ditional Terms; Certain Softimage Materials) applies to the following Softwar
e that may be included within the Licensed Materials: (i) Autodesk Softimage
Mod Tool software; and (ii) Autodesk Softimage Mod Tool Pro software.

Preamble
